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“Press conference” - highlighting PGI (and CEA) aspects during experience sharing 

Session length
1 hour 

Purpose
[bookmark: _heading=h.omhr3v35hher]This is an innovative way for sharing experiences from operations or programming, while emphasising and highlighting PGI and CEA aspects. 

After an introduction from the presenter about the operation/programme, participants will ask questions from different perspectives in a “press conference” setting. This will be guided by assigning participants the roles of “journalists” from (fictitious) special-topic magazines that cover various aspects of HP, CEA and PGI. 

Learning objectives 
By the end of this session participants will be able to: 
1. Describe how the operation/programme addressed and included aspects of protection, gender and inclusion into the activities 
2. Recall key challenges and lessons learned from the operation/programme, relating to PGI and CEA. 

Preparation 
1. Make sure you choose an operation or programme that has sufficient or interesting components of PGI and CEA, or another topic you want to highlight (so that the presenter has some chance to 
2. Brief the presenter beforehand and make sure they are comfortable – it may feel like they are being “questioned” or “challenged” on-the-spot, especially if they are not able to give definitive answers to everyone’s questions. 
3. Prepare some “name tags” for the journalists, stating which magazine they come from (be creative when you invent the names!). 

Activity instructions 

1. (5 minutes) The presenter gives a brief presentation about the operation/programme, supported with photos, so that people can put the answers to their question into perspective. 

2. (10 minutes) Start off by explaining how the “press conference” will work. Distribute different “journalist” roles to people, that would ask questions from a variety of perspectives: 
· Operation & maintenance of sanitation infrastructure
· Gender equality 
· Menstrual hygiene
· Participation and empowerment 
· LGBTQ+ inclusion
· Inclusion and participation of children
· Inclusion of older persons
· Compliance with core humanitarian standards

3. (30 minutes) The Press Conference. After the presentation there is time for questions by the different reporters, with facilitators keeping control of the process, so as to have balanced participation. 

4. (15 minutes) Finally, all participants and facilitators reflect on the raised topics in an open discussion, also putting the experience presented into a wider perspective (e.g. by pointing out similarities & differences to other operations). 
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
